Activity 2: Startling statistics

This warm up activity aims to get people mixing and talking, while also providing important facts. People are interested in facts and stats and their perception of the facts (particularly about young people's drinking) is often wrong. 

Don't do this activity with a very large group: it will take too long to set up.

Step 1
Make multiple sets of question cards by photocopying the questions and cutting them up. (downloadable print friendly version above)

Step 2
Tape one question to each person's back and tell them not to read it. The main rule of the game is NOT to read any questions out aloud.

Step 3
Once each person has a question on their back, ask them to walk around and ask three or four other people in the room to provide them with an answer to the question on their back.

Step 4
Ask people to return to their seats and remove the questions from their backs.

Step 5
On a white board, write up a brief table to record the variety of answers. Then write down the correct answers.  The chart might look like the one below.
